ONARGA MILITARY SCHOOL 
Onarga, illinois 

Onarga Military School was officially established in 
'1917. Prior to 1917 the school was known as the 
Grand Prairie Seminary. The Grand Prairie Seminary 
was a co-educational private "preparatory" school. 
According to a 1950s Onarga Military School catalog 
there was a trend to make private schools exclusively 
boys or girls in the early 19109. The DOllrd of 
Trustees met in 1917 and made the ultimate decision 
to make Grand Prairie Seminary an all-boys Military 
School. 

Onarga Military School was for boys entering fifth 
grade through senior year in high school. It was a 
boarding school where the students lived on campus. 
The tullion was quite expensive. If you wanted to 

Eend your Eon to Onorga Mililory 
School in the early 1950s. your 
base tuition would have been 
around $3,500. 

Wilh added expenses ror wa hing 
his clothes ($1.60 per week), and 
charges for luxuries such as having 
" r"uio in his roorn ($.50 a week) it 
would cost about $4,000 a year for 
a child to attend OMS. This may 
not seem like much until you 
account for inflation. When you 
convert $4,000 from 1953 to 2005 
the comparable cost today would be 
a lillie over $31,000 per 
year. However, as the catalog 
slates, "The cost of Onarga Training 
is not an expense: it is a sound 
Investment that pays a lifetime of 
dividends to the boy". 

OMS was not called a 
"Military School" for ng re{lsgn, It 
was run by a United State Army 
Brigadier General J.E. Bittinger from 
1917 to 1942. There was also no 
doubt it was a military school 
judging by the daily schedule. 
"Reveille" at 6:15 a.m., exercises at 
6:40 a,m., and breakfast at 6:50 
a.m. ThiJ rGst of thiJ day wail filled 
with structure up until the playing of 
taps at 10:00 p.m. 

The Onarga Military School stayed 
in operiltion until thA VAry f!ilrly 
1970s. It seems the anti-war 
sentiment and rising costs got the 
belt.., of OMS. Ttl.. exilct yeilr is 
not available, but we believe 
Onarga Military School closed her 
doors in 1970. 

One last comment about Onarga 
Military School. their mascot was 
the Yellowjackqft
